How to present your
bins for collection

e Keep bins 0.5 metre apart and at least 2 metres away
from obstructions such as parked cars and trees.

e Place bins at the kerb with the opening to the road,
and close bin lids.

e If you're struggling to pull the bin, it’s probably too
heavy for our trucks to lift and empty (80kg limit).

* Place bins out the night before and bring in once they
have been emptied.

Community Recycling Centre (CRC) *

The Community Recycling Centre located at the Merimbula Waste and
Recycling Centre is a drop-off point for common household problem
wastes that can't be collected via Council's kerbside waste and recycling
collection services. Paint, fire extinguishers, gas bottles, fluorescent
globes and tubes, smoke detectors, aerosol cans, motor and other oils,
household and car batteries can all be dropped off FREE.

Cover battery terminals with tape to reduce fire risk.

Mobile CRC*

Scheduled visits at Bermagui, Wallagoot and Eden
Waste and Recycling Centres.

Accepted items: paints, fire extinguishers, gas
bottles, fluorescent globes and tubes, smoke
detectors, cooking oils and household batteries.

Change the size of your bin

You can upsize or downsize your bins to suit your needs. Additional
charges apply for upsizing. Downsizing may reduce charges.

Free Fill - is it worth it?

Watch out for dishonest suppliers selling what they say
is ‘clean fill" (excavated dirt). In many cases this
contains building waste, chemicals and asbestos.

Ask your supplier for a written report certifying the
quality of the fill, and where it comes from. If you
suspect someone is doing the wrong thing, phone the
EPA on 131 555.




FREE waste vouchers at
your fingertips

Property owners can access free waste
vouchers through the Waste App.
Vouchers are issued in August and
December. Share your vouchers easily with
family, friends and tenants by sending a

screenshot of the voucher. '

Each voucher allows free drop-off for:
e 0.5 cubic metre of general waste (landfill) OR
